V. The Government after giving 30 days clear notice in writing expressing the intention of

termination by stating the ground/grounds on the happening of any of the events (a) to
{d) as enumerated below, may terminate the Agreement after giving reasonable
opportunity of being heard to the service provider.

a. if the service provider does not remedy a failure in the performance of his obligations
within 15 days of receipt of notice or within such further period as the Government have
subsequently approved in writing.

b. if the service provider becomes insolvent or bankrupt.

c. if, as a result of other than force majeure conditions, service provider is unable to perform
a material portion of the services for a period of not less than 60 days.

d. if, in the judgement of the Government, the service provider is engaged in corrupt or
fraudulent practices in competing for or in implementation of the project.
