fifteen days from the expiry of the period specified in Para (2) or of the date of receipt
of the order passcd by the first appellate Authority, as the case may be

(¢) After hearing the parties, perusal or inspection of documents and relevant records or
copies thereof relating to the matter, the Appellate Authority concerned shall pass an
order in writing and provide the copy of order to the parties free of cost.
