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CHAPTER 4. PROJECT PROFILE & BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Objectives

The key objectives to be achieved through this procurement are to provide
services under RI, IDSP, [HMS and Comprehensive Primary Health Care (AAM):

As per the mandate given by Gol, by 2022 all SHCs have to be converted into
Ayushman Arogya Mandirs (AAMs) to provide Comprehensive Primary Health
Care (CPHC) through AAMs.

Reduce the time for various entries to be done regarding reporting of AAMs in
CPHC portal as it could be possible to do entries on the go.

Indian healthcare delivery system has come a long way in providing primary,
preventive and curative health care with its three tier system of primary health
centre, secondary level health centre and tertiary level health care. Access and
fulfillment of healthcare in rural areas is still inadequate in spite of all efforts by
national health mission.

The biggest challenge is lack of medical human resource- doctors and specialists
in rural areas, inadequate capacities of the doctors/ mid-level providers in the
PHCs/AAMs and lack of organized continuum of care. There is also the problem
of prescription and dispensing of drugs in rural areas. The above challenges can
be reasonably addressed by utilizing information technology in delivering
healthcare services. The Ayushman Bharat has provided an opportunity to
address the health care through the platform of Ayushman Bharat Ayushman
Arogya Mandirs (AB-AAM) through Telemedicine approach in Hub and Spoke
Model.

To link health record of patient with his / her unique identity and provide EHR
across the state of Rajasthan, State has developed a patient centric system
(IHMS/HMIS) which is functional at Government Health Institutions. [T
equipments will help hospitals to feed/ digitize the information/ help in
teleconsultations etc.

Brief Description of AAMs

National Health Mission (NHM), the country’s Hagship health systems
strengthening programme, particularly for primary and secondary health care
envisages “attainment of universal access to equitable, affordable and quality
health care which is accountable and responsive to the needs of people”.
Investments during the life of the NHM in its earlier phases were targeted to
strengthen Reproductive and Child Health (RCH) services and contain the
increasing burden of communicable diseases such as Tuberculosis, HIV/AIDS
and vector borne diseases. While such a focus on selective primary health care
interventions, enabled improvements in key indicators related to RCH and select
communicable diseases, the range of services delivered at the primary care level
did not consider increasing disease burden and rising costs of care on account of
chronic diseases.
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b. National Sample Survey estimates for the period-2004 to 2014 show a 10%
increase in households facing catastrophic healthcare expenditures. This could
be attributed to the fact that private sector remains the major provider of health
services in the country and caters to over 75% and 62% of outpatient and in-
patient care respectively. India is also witnessing an epidemiological and
demographic transition, where non-communicable diseases such as
cardiovascular diseases, diabetes, cancer, respiratory, and other chronic
diseases, account for over 60% of total mortality.

¢. There is global evidence that Primary Health Care is critical to improving health
outcomes. It has an important rele in the primary and secondary prevention of
several disease conditions, including non-communicable diseases. The provision
of Comprehensive Primary Health Care reduces morbidity and mortality at much
lower costs and significantly reduces the need for secondary and tertiary care.
For primary health care to be comprehensive, it needs to span preventive,
promotive, curative, rehabilitative and palliative aspects of care. Primary Health
Care goes beyond first contact care, and is expected to mediate a two-way
referral support to higher-level facilities (from first level care provider through
specialist care and back) and ensure follow up support for individual and
population health interventions.

d. In India, the need for and emphasis on strengthening Primary Health Care was
firstly articulated in the Bhore Committee Report 1946 and subsequently in the
First and Second Nationa! Health policy statements (1983 and 2002). India is
also a signatory to the Alma Ata declaration for Health for All in 1978. The
Twelfth Five Year Plan Identified Universal Health Coverage as a key goal and
based on the recommendations of the High- Level Expert Group Report on UHC
had called for 70% budgetary allocation to Primary Health Care in pursuit of UHC
for India.

e. The National Health Policy, 2017 recommended strengthening the delivery of
Primary Health Care, through establishment of “Ayushman Arogya Mandirs” as
the platform to deliver Comprehensive Primary Health Care and called for a
commitment of two thirds of the health budget to primary health care. In
February 2018, the Government of India announced that 1,50,000 Health &
Wellness Centers (HWCs/AAMs) would be created by transforming existing Sub
Health Centers and Primary Health Centers to deliver Comprehensive Primary
Health Care and declared this as one of the two components of Ayushman Bharat.
This was the first step in the conversion of policy articulations to a budgetary
commitment.

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23. Acceptance of the successful Bid and award of contract

A. The procuring entity after considering the recommendations of the
procurement committee and the conditions of Bid, if any, financial implications,
trials, sample testing and test reports, etc., shall accept or reject the successful
Bid. If any member of the procurement committee has disagreed or given its
note of dissent, the matter shall be referred to the next higher authority, as per
delegation of financial powers, for decision.

In such situation, the
procurement committec would check as to whether while floating the NIB all
necessary requirements to encourage competition like standard bid conditions,
industry friendly spccifications, wide publicity, sufficient time for formulation
of Bids, etc were fulfilled. If not, the NIB would be re- floated after rectifying
deficiencies. The bid process shall be considered valid even if there is one

If a decision Lo re-invite the Bids is taken, market assessment shall be
carried out for estimation of market depth, eligibility criteria and cost

estimate.

Whoever intentionally files any vexatious, frivolous or malicious appeal or
complaint under the “The Rajasthan Transparency Public Procurement Act
2012", with the intention of delaying or defeating any procurement or
causing loss to any procuring entity or any other bidder, shall be punished
with fine which may extend to twenty lakh rupees or five per cent of the
value of procurement, whichever is less.

36. Offenses by Firms/ Companies

A. Where an offence under "The Rajasthan Transparency Public Procurement Act
2012” has been committed by a company, every person who at the time the
offence was committed was in charge of and was responsible to the company for
the conduct of the business of the company, as well as the company, shall be
deemed to be guilty of having committed the offence and shall be liable to be
proceeded against and punished accordingly: Provided that nothing contained in
this sub-section shall render any such person liable for any punishment if he
proves that the offence was committed without his knowledge or that he had
exercised all due diligence to prevent the commission of such offence.

B. Notwithstanding anything contained in (a} above, where an offence under this
Act has been committed by a company and it is proved that the offence has been
committed with the consent or connivance of or is attributable to any neglect on
the part of any direclor, manager, secretary or other officer of the company, such
director, manager, sccretary or other officer shall also be deemed to be guilty of
having committed such offence and shall be liable to be proceeded against and
punished accordingly.

i. "company” means a body corporate and includes a limited liability
partnership, firm, registered society or co- operative society, trust or
other associalion of individuals; and

ii. "Director” in relation to a limited liability partnership or firm, means a
partner in the firm.

D. Abetment of certain offenses: Whoever abets an offence punishable under this
Act, whether or not that cffence is committed in consequence of that abetment,

A. A bidder shall be debarred by the State Government if he has been convicted of

C. If a procuring entity finds that a bidder has breached the code of integrity
prescribed in terms of “Code of Integrity for bidders” above, it may debar the
bidder for a period not exceeding three years.

D. Where the entire bid security or the entire performance security or any
substitute thereof, as the case may be, of a bidder has been forfeited by a
procuring entity in respect of any procurement process or procurement
contract, the bidder may be debarred from participating in any procurement
process undertaken by the procuring entity for a period not exceeding three
years.
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CHAPTER 8. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF BID & CONTRACT

Bidders should read these conditions carefully and comply strictly while sending their
bids.

1. Definitions:

For the purpose of clarity, the following words and expressions shall have the meanings
hereby assigned to them: -

a) “Contract” means the Agreement entered into between the Procuring Entity and
the successful/ selected bidder, together with the Contract Documents referred
to therein, including all attachments, appendices, and all documents
incorporated by reference therein.

b) “Contract Documents” means the documents listed in the Agreement, including
any amendments there to.

c) “Contract Price” means the price payable to the successful/ selected bidder as
specified in the Agreement, subject to such additions and adjustments thereto or
deductions there from, as may be made pursuant to the Contract.

d) “Day” means a calendar day.

e} “Delivery” means the transfer of the Goods from the successful/ selected bidder
to Lthe Procuring Entity in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in
the Contract.

f} "Completion” means the fulfillment of the related services by the successful/
selected bidder in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the
Contract.

g) "Goods" means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment,
and/or other materials that the successful/ selected bidder is required to supply
to the Procuring Entity under the Contract.

h) “Procuring Entity” means the entity purchasing the Goods and related services,
as specified in the bidding document.

i) “Related Services" means the services incidental to the supply of the goods, such
as insurance, installation, training and initial maintenance and other similar
obligations of the successful/ selected bidder under the Contract.

Non-waiver: Subject to the condition (f) below, no relaxation, forbearance, delay,
or indulgence by either party in enforcing any of the terms and conditions of the

information furnished directly or indirectly by the other party hereto in
connection with the Contract, whether such information has been furnished
prior to, during or tollowing completion or termination of the Contract.

The Supplier/ Sclected Bidder may furnish to its Subcontractor, if permitted,
such documents, data, and other information it receives from the Procuring
Entity to the extent required for the Subcontractor to perform its work under
the Contract, in which event the Supplier/ Selected Bidder shall obtain from
such Subcontractor an undertaking of confidentiality similar to that imposed
on the Supplier/ Selected Bidder.

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Wherever references are made in the Contract to codes and standards in
accordance with which it shall be executed, the edition or the revised version
of such codes and standards shall be those specified in the bidding document.
The supplier/ selected bidder must certify that all the goods are new, unused,
and of the agreed make and models, and that they incorporate all recent
improvements in design and materials, unless provided otherwise in the

by partial or complete replacement is made without interfering with the
Procuring Entity's operation.

23.Packing and Documents

26.Inspection

A. Articles not approved during inspection or testing shall be rejected and will
have to be replaced by the selected bidder at his own cost within the time
fixed by the Purchase Officer.

G. In exceptional hardship cases, the Procuring Entity will have the powers to
waive the damages/late penally as stated above.

tl. In the event of lailure to supply the ordered quantity, by the successful bidder
within the stipulated time the Procuring Entity reserves the right to cancel the
orders for the unsupplied quantity and place orders with the remaining
suppliers for the supply of the said quantity or purchase the unsupplied
quantity through Bid system at the risk and cost of such supplier and such
supplier is liable and responsible to make good the financial loss sustained by
the Procuring Entity.

(1) Filling an appeal

If any Bidder or prospective bidder is aggrieved that any decision, action or
omission of the Procuring Entity is in contravention to the provision of the Act or
the Rules or the Guidelines issued there under, he may file an appeal to First
Appellate Authority, as specified in the Bidding Document within a period of ten
